Play: LAST SAIGON BATTLE

Featured at this evening’s grand opening of the Vietnam War Museum Exhibition Room is a
four-scene play titled “Last Saigon Battle.” In stark contrast with the terror inflicted on the
Vietnamese population by the Viet Cong, the first two scenes tell true stories that happened
during the 1968 Tet Offensive of the humanitarian efforts of ARVN soldiers to save civilian

lives. In scene one a group of ARVN Rangers save the life of a wounded woman. In scene two it
is a group of ARVN Airborne that save the life of a wounded young boy.

The last two scenes are based on actual events that transpired during the Battle of Saigon. In
scene three, soldiers of the ARVN Airborne are confronted by North Viethamese communist T-54
tanks that have entered the capital city. In a running fight, several of the tanks were destroyed at
the Bay Hien crossroad one mile from Tan Son Nhut gate, and a further three tanks were
destroyed at the Tan Son Nhut gate, the entrance to the famed airbase. With his platoon
withdrawn to the Saigon city center, a single wounded airborne soldier remained to face the
enemy.

In the final scene, the seven remaining soldiers of the airborne platoon have withdrawn to Tao
Dan Garden, three miles from Tan Son Nhut. At 10:00 in the morning on April 30, 1975, Duong
Van Minh, President of the Republic of Vietham, surrendered unconditionally and called on the
armed forces to stop fighting and hand over their weapons to the communists. The platoon
leader, second lieutenant Huynh Van Thai, instructed his men to go home. However, one young
airborne soldier, married just a few months earlier, chose to stay with his commander. Together,
the two of them decided to end their own lives. They sat in the middle of a Saigon street, sang
their last Viethamese song, and then released the pins on their grenades. They died the death of heroes without any media
report.

This Vietnam War historical document will perform by the Viethamese HOUSTON'S SOUTHERN FILMS. It will be make a
document DVD soon.
